Q:  How many scholarships are offered by the NOA?

A:  The NOA is pleased to offer four (4) $1000 scholarships and one (1) $500 scholarship

1.  Cave Memorial Award

2.  Dr. C. Clayton Powell Georgia Student Award (Georgia Chapter)

3.  John L. Howlette and C. Clayton Powell Student Founders Award


4.  Dr. Robert Johnson Pediatric/Vision Therapy Award

5.  Dr. David W. White Memorial Scholarship (Mississippi Chapter)
Q:  May I apply for more than one scholarship?

A:  Yes, you are encouraged to apply for as many scholarships for which you meet the
      identified criteria.
Q:  If I apply for more than one scholarship, do I need multiple transcripts?

A:  You will need separate transcripts if you are applying for the Georgia or Mississippi chapter 
     scholarships and any of the national scholarships. One transcript is sufficient if you are applying for   

     national  scholarships only.

Q:  May I submit an unofficial transcript?

A:  No, only official transcripts are accepted.

Q:  If I am applying for more than one scholarship, should I submit a separate personal statement for 

      each application? 
A.  Yes, please submit a separate statement for each application to highlight the specified criteria 
      for each.
Q:  Will my application be accepted late if my recommendation or transcript arrives after the deadline?

A:  No, ALL parts of the application must be received by the deadline.

Q: When are the winners of the application notified?

A:  Scholarship recipients will be notified at the banquet of the NOA annual conference.
      For the Dr. C Clayton Powell Georgia Student Award, attendance IS required. 
      See the Mississippi Chapter scholarship for notification dates.     

Q:  Should  I submit a resume?
A:  A resume is required for the C. Clayton Powell Georgia Student award.  It is optional for other   

     scholarships but may be beneficial to you in the selection process.  

Q:  A financial statement is required for the Cave Memorial Scholarship. What is a financial statement?
A:  A financial statement is a letter listing your expenses and awards granted for optometry school.

      Use the application as a guide.  The statement must come from your financial advisor. Do not submit

      a print out of financial awards given generated from a website. 
Q: Can I email my application?

A:  No, please send your application by US mail.
